English 

Whole Class Reading 

This half term, our Whole Class Reading sessions are helping the children gain confidence as they explore a variety of 
texts and genres. Each week, we focus on a new text, discussing the author’s intent, vocabulary, and practising key skills 
like prediction, inference, and summarising. The children are using their reading records well to show their growing en-
joyment of reading. Please continue to encourage them to write a weekly comment, note extra reading at home, and 
recording other books they enjoy. Alongside their school book, the children can choose from the class or school library. 
Some pupils have also begun Literacy Gold to support independent reading and understanding. 

Reading Tip: Encourage your child to share something interesting they’ve read each week. Even a short chat about a 
story or a favourite character helps strengthen their reading skills and confidence. 

Writing 

This half term, our writing work will be inspired by the book The Promise by Nicola Davies. The chil-
dren will write a diary entry from the perspective of the main character and explore how inverted 
commas are used to show dialogue. They will also retell the story in their own words and create an 
information text inspired by the book, reflecting on the beauty of the Earth.  

 Maths  

Our focus in Maths this term will be multiplication, focusing on the short written method, followed by division, fractions 
and decimals. This will include formal written methods. Times tables are vital in all areas of maths, so children will be 
encouraged to recall facts and tables quickly. As detailed last half term, by the end of year four, children are expected 
to know the multiplication and division facts up to 12 x 12. In June 2026, your child will sit a statutory multiplication 
test to test their rapid recall of these multiplication facts. To aid your child with this, we will be setting Times Tables 
Rockstars as homework every other week. However, there is also a weekly battle between the Y4 classes. We en-
courage the children to  access TTRS three times every week for 10 minutes a time. Learning to tell the time is also 
part of the year 4 curriculum and is also a life skill.  We will be covering time but would really appreciate your help with 
this at home.  
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In Science the children will be looking at States of Matter. 

The focus for French will be ’School and Playtime’.  

 In R.E. we will be looking at Incarnation. 

The PE focus this half term will be netball and dance. Trainers are  needed for 

outside and these can either be left in school or sent in on the day. As the 

weather continues to change we advise tracksuit bottoms to be included in 

the kit. Correct  indoor PE kit is a yellow t-shirt, blue shorts which should also 

be loose fitting or trousers and black pumps. Girls should remove tights so 

they need to have socks in their pump bag. Earrings should be either re-

moved at the start of the lesson or left at home on PE and swimming days.  

Please ensure girls have socks on for swimming days as they need to remove 

their shoes and socks in the changing room.

4D will have PE on Thursday afternoons.  

4W will have PE on Thursday afternoons. 

Jigsaw this half term will focus on celebrating differences where we will look 

at challenging assumptions, first impressions, judging by appearance, ac-

cepting ourselves and others, understanding influences, understanding bully-

ing, problem-solving and identifying how special and unique everyone is.
